We take provincial road 14 making several stops
on the countryside, among amazing nature,
castles and monumental cork oaks.

We'll reach Luogosanto, a sacred and authentic
place where time passes slowly, and a
welcoming pilgrimage destination that owes its
name to a devotion that characterises its
community and to 22 sanctuaries spread out in
the area.

We take a walk in this small village, discovering
some attractions like Basilica di Nostra Signora
di Luogosanto, that received the priviledge of a
holy door, Balajana Castle with its magnificent
viewpoint and the suggestive landscapes around it.
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After Luogosanto we'll reach Sant’Antonio di
Gallura. Rising to 350 metres high, this beautiful
authentic village is surrounded by granite
mountains and deep valleys lush with oaks, holm
oaks and Mediterranean scrub, backdropping the
Lago del Liscia.

It's time for lunch, and a Sardinian family will wait
for us. We will eat in a typical Stazzoe, a rural
settlements, fundamental elements of the Gallura
agricultural- pastoral culture.

After lunch we'll take a small tour discovering
treasures and secrets of Gallura, before getting

back to the initial meeting point.
